Aug 2 Beijing  NOTE: Events Aug 2-6 will vary after ISME’s program is inserted (B/L/D)
Full day Sightseeing tour, will visit the world famous Tiananmen Square where Mao’s mausoleum is 
situated, the Forbidden City, a 250 acre complex of palaces, pavilions, courtyards and gardens and 
where the 24 “Sons of Heaven” ruled from the dragon throne. Afternoon visit the Temple of Heaven.

Aug 3 Beijing (B/L/D)
Today you will visit the only man-made structure that can be seen from the moon – The Badaling 
Great Wall, 5000 km in length, one of the wonders of the world, constructed in the 3rd century BC. 
Tour ends at 4:00pm
Evening, transfer to the National Conference Center of China. Concert To Be Advised.

Aug 4 Beijing (B/L/SD)
Full day sightseeing tour will visit the beautiful Summer Palace, one of China’s largest and best-
preserved imperial gardens. Afternoon visit the Olympic site, the Bird Nest & the Water Cube.
Evening: Enjoy a Peking Duck dinner & A Kung Fu Show included

Aug 5 Beijing – Xian (B/L/D)
Transfer to airport for your flight to Xian, one of China’s seven ancient capitals. 
Upon arrival, visit the Wild Goose Pagoda, situated on the grounds of the Jianfu Temple, climb the 
248 steps of the Big Goose Pagoda (if you wish) for an excellent view of the city. Then visit the old 
City Wall

Aug 6 Xian (B/L/SD)
Today, see one of the most exciting archeological discoveries– the site of more than 6000 life-size 
Terra-cotta Warriors, Horses and chariots, another wonder of the world. Then visit the Ceramic & 
Pottery Center.Evening; Dumpling Dinner and Tang Dynasty Show included. 

Aug 7 Xian – Hangzhou (B/L/D)
Morning transfer to airport and fly to Hangzhou, a beautiful city knows as the “Paradise”. 
Upon arrival, visit the Six Harmonies Pagoda and cruise on the West Lake included.

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Aug 8 Hangzhou – Suzhou (B/L/D)
